Enrollees must have the abilities to examine various events and issues related to medicine and life sciences
based on their own logical thinking and judgment, as well as the expressive ability to explain and discuss
their perceptions.

@ Research/Application Abilities
Enrollees must have the abilities to extract, explore, and derive solutions regarding topics related to
medicine and life sciences, and apply the research skills gained therefrom.

@ Inquisitive Mind/Motivation
Enrollees must have high aspiration and an inquisitive mindset to actively engage with the fields of
medicine and life sciences.

® Ethical Values/Social Responsibility
Enrollees must possess a high level of research and life ethics, and social responsibility, as expected of
those engaged in research in medicine and life sciences.

® Global Perspective

Enrollees must have a command of foreign language(s) to understand domestic and overseas information
on medicine and life sciences, as well as a global perspective, thereby enabling them to lead society with
an international perspective.

{>Basic Policy for Admission Selection
OGeneral Selection, Special Selection for Working People

In the General Selection, we evaluate the basic language ability required to understand information
from international sources through the written English test, as well as the ability to think, judge, and
express oneself in order to conduct research. In the "Examination by Specialized Field," applicants will
participate in a written or oral examination focusing on the field of nursing science to evaluate their basic
knowledge and understanding, as well as to assess whether they possess the qualities of logical and
scientific thinking, which are necessary for pursuing nursing science. During the interview, the applicant's
motivation and attitude towards research are confirmed, and their basic knowledge of nursing and ability
to express their own ideas appropriately are evaluated. Furthermore, we evaluate the applicant’s thought,
judgment, expression, exploration, motivation, and attitude towards people’s health issues and determine
whether they possess a wide-ranging perspective. We also evaluate the applicant’s ability to explain the
high ethical standards and humanity, as well as the social responsibilities required of professionals
involved in nursing.

The Special Selection for Working Adults is open to individuals who are qualified to take the entrance
examination for graduate school, and who are qualified as a nurse, midwife, public health nurse, or school
nurse teacher, and who have or are currently practicing in these occupations. In addition to the
examination conducted for the general selection, we will evaluate the applicant's knowledge, skills, and
understanding of nursing based on the applicant's personal experience and research plan, as well as his/her
ability to think, judge, and express himself/herself, and his/her willingness to conduct research after

admission in the "Interview."
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OlImplementation of Special Exceptions for Educational Methods, as stipulated in Article

14 of the Standards for the Establishment of Graduate Schools

It is important to conduct nursing research on problems in nursing practice, and have clinical and
practical experience after graduating from an undergraduate program for further pursuit of nursing
science.

However, when those who are employed enter graduate school, they are required to leave their jobs
to study, which may limit their opportunities for further education.

For this reason, Article 14 of the "Special Exceptions of Educational Methods," in the Standards for
the Establishment of Graduate Schools shall be applied in the Master's Course of the Graduate School
of Science and Technology. Moreover, education and research guidance will be offered not only during
the daytime, but also in the evening and at other specific times to enable employed students to study
without having to leave their jobs.

However, most of the specialized courses (Midwifery) in the Midwifery course and the specialized
courses (Public Health Nursing) in the Public Health Nursing course are offered during the daytime.

The procedures for attending the course are as follows.
(1) Students can attend lectures, seminars, and special research classes from 6:30 P.M. to 9:40 P.M.,
Monday through Friday, Saturdays, and during the summer and winter vacation periods.
(2) Each student's course plan will be prepared under the guidance of his/her academic advisor.

Applicants must fall under any of the following categories:

(1) Aspirants who have graduated or expect to graduate from a university by the end of March, 2026, can apply to this
course.

(2) Aspirants who have received or expect to receive by the end of March, 2026, a bachelor's degree in accordance
with Article 104 (7) of the School Education Act can apply to this course.

(3) Aspirants who have completed or expect to complete by the end of March, 2026, 16 years of schooling in a foreign
country can apply to this course.

(4) Aspirants who have completed or expect to complete by the end of March, 2026, 16 years of schooling in a foreign
country by taking a correspondence course offered by a school of the said foreign country, while living in Japan,
can apply to this course.

Aspirants who have completed or expect to complete by the end of March, 2026, a course of study of a foreign
educational institution in Japan, which is positioned as having a university curriculum under the foreign country’s
educational system (limited to institutions whose graduates are recognized as having completed 16 years of
schooling in the said foreign country) and separately designated by the Minister of the Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology (MEXT), can apply to this course.

(6) Aspirants who have received or expect to receive by the end of March, 2026, a degree equivalent to a bachelor's
degree by completing a course of study that requires at least three years for completion at a foreign university or a
foreign educational institution (limited to intuitions whose overall status of educational research activity has been
evaluated by a personnel accredited by the foreign country's government or its relevant agency, or institutions
separately designated as equivalent to the said institutions by the Minister of MEXT) can apply to this course. (This
includes applicants who have completed a course of study by taking a correspondence course offered by a foreign
school while living in Japan, and have completed a course of study at a foreign educational institution in Japan,
which is positioned under the said foreign country's educational system and designated by the Minister of MEXT,
as in the preceding item.)

(7) Aspirants who have completed on or after the date specified by the Mister of MEXT or expect to complete by the
end of March, 2026, a specialized course of study at a specialized training college (senshu-gakko), which the
Minister of MEXT separately designates (limited to the courses wherein the term of education is at least four years
and fulfill all other standards set by the Minister of MEXT) can apply to this course.
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Aspirants who have been designated or expect to be designated as qualified applicants by the Minster of MEXT by
the end of March, 2026, in accordance with the Public Notice of the Ministry of Education No. 5, February 7, 1953,

can apply to this course.

(9) Aspirants who are designated as qualified applicants by Article 102 (2) of the School Education Act™ *? can apply
to this course.

Aspirants who have been admitted to another graduate school, in accordance with Article 102 (2) of the School
Education Act, and are also recognized as having sufficient academic skills to attend a graduate school by the
Graduate School of Medicine, Kagawa University*? can apply to this course.

(1)) Aspirants who have reached or will reach 22 years of age by the end of March, 2026, and have been recognized as
having academic skills equivalent to or exceeding that of university graduates through an admission eligibility
assessment implemented by the Graduate School of Medicine, Kagawa University? can apply to this course.
